FESTIVAL VENDOR CONTRACT

This Contract for participation in the 2011 Festival of Trees and Lights (hereinafter “Event”) is made and entered into this ______________day of
  


, 2011, between the Festival of Trees and Lights, (hereinafter “Festival”) and






 (hereinafter “Vendor”).

RECITALS

1. Vendor desires to participate in the 2011 Event by providing ______________________________

for sale to the general public who attend the Event.

2. Festival desires to have Vendor participate in the Event.

3. Set up for the Event is scheduled for Tuesday, November 22, from 1 p.m. to 4 p.m.  Take down following the Event will occur on Sunday, November 27, from 5 p.m. to 8 p.m.

WHEREFORE, the parties agree as follows:

1. TERM. The term of this contract is from the date it is signed through November 27, 2011.

2. COST OF PARTICIPATION. Vendor will pay $500 for a 10’ x 10’ booth or $750 for a 10 x 20 booth at the Event. Vendor shall pay Festival prior to October 1 to reserve space. 

3. RESPONSIBILITIES OF VENDOR. Vendor will:

A. Participate in the entirety of the event.

B. Provide all necessary equipment to successfully market and sell Vendor’s product throughout the entirety of Festival. 

C. Provide enough product to meet public demand throughout the event.

D. Provide adequate staffing to effectively market and sell Vendor’s product during Festival: Wednesday, November 23rd  11:00 a.m.-7:00 p.m., Thursday, November 24th 1:00 p.m.–7:00 p.m. Friday, November 25th 11:00 a.m.-7:00 p.m., Saturday, November 26th 11:00 a.m. – 7:00 p.m. and Sunday, November 27th   11:00 a.m.-5:00 p.m.

E. Provide adequate staffing for timely take down on Sunday, November 27th following the conclusion of the event.

4. RESPONSIBILITIES OF FESTIVAL. Festival will: 

A. Provide 10’ by 20’ space @ $750 OR a 10’ x 10’ space @ $500 for Vendor to display and sell product.
B. Provide electrical outlets and electricity to Vendor at no charge when requested in advance.
C. Provide one 8-foot table for a 10’ x 10’ booth or 2 8-foot tables for a 10’ x 20’ booth free of charge when requested in advance.  Additional tables at $25/table as requested in advance on back of this form.

D. Provide 2 passes for entrance into the Festival.

E. Provide recognition in the program during the Event at no cost to vendor.

F. Provide sign for vendor booth.

5. QUALITY STANDARDS. Vendor will maintain its assigned space for the 5 days of the event (November 23 – November 27) in a clean and orderly fashion and will abide by all rules and regulations of Festival, and by all local, state and federal codes, regulations and statutes. 
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6. TERMINATION. Not withstanding the stated term, this contract may be terminated by either party, for cause, consisting of a material breach of terms and conditions of this contract.

7. LEGAL LIABILITY. Each party will be responsible for its own actions or failures to act that are the proximate cause of damage or injury to the other party or to the public in attendance at the event.

8. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR STATUS. Vendor shall function at all times and in all respects as an independent contractor. Nothing herein shall be construed to create an employer-employee relationship.  Neither Festival nor Vendor is authorized to act as agent for the other or to incur any liability in the name of or on behalf of the other.

9. INSURANCE. The risk of loss, damage and theft of Vendor’s product shall be borne by Vendor and Vendor shall be solely responsible to insure against such loss to its satisfaction.

10. SEVERABILITY. In the event one or more of the provisions contained in this contract are declared invalid, illegal, or unenforceable in any respect, the validity, legality, and enforceability of the remaining provisions shall not in any way be impaired thereby unless the effect of such invalidity is to substantially impair or undermine either party’s rights and benefits hereunder.

11. ASSIGNMENT. This contract may not be assigned or transferred by Vendor or Festival.

12. COMPLETE UNDERSTANDING. This contract contains the entire understanding of the parties and supersedes all prior oral or written representations and statements between the parties.

13. RECITALS. The recitals are intended to describe the intent of the parties and circumstances under which this contract is executed and shall be considered in the interpretation of this contract.

14. AMENDMENT. This contract may be amended only by written agreement of the parties.

15. APPLICABLE LAW. This contract shall be interpreted according to the laws of the State of Iowa.
